3. Minutes of last meeting: The minutes of 7th August were approved. 
4. Treasurer’s Report: new income stood at £1621 excluding interest and expenses at £768.88
5. Membership Secretary: as the secretary was ill Jim Biggin gave a verbal report. Both of the collectors who let us down last year have now reported. One collector from Gardner Road has resigned. A general discussion considered the role of committee members as collectors and it was agreed that with the exception of the Treasurer every committee member should be prepared to collect some subscriptions

7. Delegate to the Herpetological Conservation Trust: nothing to report
8. Delegate to the St Catherine’s Hill Community Centre Committee: a new floor has been installed
9. Delegate to the CBC Accessibility Committee: nothing to report
10. Friends of St Catherine’s Hill: at the preliminary meeting we were asked to provide a delegate for the management committee and Jim Biggin agreed to represent us.

11. Planning Issues: the appeal over 84 River Way has failed and permission to develop the site has been refused; CBC Planners have turned down the development at 34 Bronte; CBC Planners have said they will turn down 7 to 11 Cross Way; the fencing of the land at Huntingdon Gardens has been approved.

12. Autumn Newsletter: the draft was approved without amendment and will now be printed. John Pendrill has volunteered to deliver the boxes to Swindon; Jim Biggin to give him directions
13. Gypsy Encampments: we had no comment on the paper circulated by the Regional Authority via CBC

14. Polling Stations: a general discussion concluded that we believe that current polling arrangements are satisfactory

15. Derelict Property: the secretary was asked to enquire of CBC whether or not they are collecting Council Tax for 18 Durleston Crescent
