Committee Meeting Minutes

The Hall On The Hill 4th November 2009 at 7.30 pm

1. Present: Chairman Jim Biggin; Terry Morgan; John Pendrill; Janet Robson; 
2. Apologies for absence: Maureen Biggin; Roger Hamilton;
3. Minutes of last meeting: The minutes of 7th October 2009 were approved 
4. Resignation: the verbal resignation of Sue Shlackman from the committee was noted

5. Treasurer’s Report: John Pendrill has now taken over and presented accounts as at 4th November showing an excess of income over expenditure of £190.94 with cash at hand and banked of £4,110.75 with no outstanding liabilities. 

6. Public Liability Insurance: it was resolved that we would review our need of this insurance

7. Membership Secretary: membership for 2009 will be between 1750 and 1800, a drop of approximately 10%.
8. Delegate to the Joint Residents Association Committee: nothing to report

9. PACT: nothing to report.

10. Friends of St Catherine’s Hill: membership has increased to just over 100. A decision has been made in principle to contribute funds to the facilitation process to produce the management plan for the hill.
11. ARC: nothing to report

12. St Catherine’s Hill Management Plan: John Pendrill had represented us at the ITT presentations where our preferred bidder was selected. CBC is now negotiating with that supplier to arrive at a final contract. It was resolved that in dealing with the facilitator we would act as a team of three comprising Janet Robson, John Pendrill and Jim Biggin. No member of the committee should have any individual dealing with the facilitator. It was further resolved that any request from CBC for additional funding would not be considered within the current financial year.
13. Planning Issues: no progress on 4 St Catherine’s Way or the proposed development of 7 to 9 Crossway, both of which are held up by Bristol. A proposed garden severance at 27 River Way and erection of a large house on the plot created was causing concern. CBC had not responded to our enquiry about 28 Albion Road. We had established that no current planning application is outstanding for 14 Hurn Road/Bosley Close but CBC has received complaints from local residents and is investigating. Terry Morgan’s complaints on behalf of the residents of Hurn Way against Councillor David Jones and the CBC Planning Department are both ongoing.

14. Dorset Waste Strategy: Jim Biggin reported a very positive and encouraging meeting with Councillor Spenser Flower.
15. October Meeting: this had been successful. It was resolved that we would put a message on the website asking the lady who had shown an interest in joining the committee to get back in touch with us.
16. HSBC Bank: papers have been submitted to them and we are waiting to hear back
17. Committee Membership: Jim Biggin reported that Roger Hamilton hopes to retire spring 2010 and to then resume his committee membership.
18. E-Mail Service: a letter drop on Hillside Road and roads off was discussed with a view to having the service running by the time the facilitation process to create a management plan for the hill started in earnest. Terry Morgan will consider the best approach. It was resolved that a printed version of any notice sent out via the e-mail service would be displayed at Londis, Marlow Drive
19. Fraudulent Phone Calls: it was resolved that we would put a warning on our website about the fraudulent practice of phoning residents, pretending to be from CBC and requesting bank details to effect a rebate of Council Tax
20. Hurn Parish Council: it was resolved that Terry Morgan would contact Margaret Phipps with a view to creating a page for Hurn PC
21. The meeting closed at 9.15 pm. Next committee meeting is on Wednesday 2nd December at 7.30pm at The Hall on the Hill.
