Committee Meeting Minutes

Stanpit Village Hall 9th November 2004 at 7.30 pm

Present: Chairman, Patricia Whiffen, Paul Ranking (Christchurch Citizens), Andy Glaser (Friars Cliff), Julie Petrie (FROGS), Ellen Annetts (FROGS), Peter Martin (Highcliffe), Debbie Stephens (Stanpit), Mike Parker (Stanpit), Roger Hamilton (West Christchurch ) and Jim Biggin (Secretary)

55. Protocol: the Chairman requested that the following simple protocol be observed in future: keep to the agenda; only JCCRA business to be discussed; delegates to represent the views of their organisation and not their personal views; all comment to be made through the Chair; discussion to be geared to finishing the meeting by 21.00 hours; no matter requiring prior preparation to be introduced under Any Other Business on the agenda; matters to be included on the agenda to be notified to The Secretary two weeks before a meeting.

56. JCCRA Constitution: Peter Martin (Highcliffe) requested that the Secretary circulate the Constitution of the JCCRA prior to the next meeting and discussion of its content be included as an agenda item. The Secretary undertook to do that.

57. Apologies: John White (Christchurch Citizens), Denis Osgood (Highcliffe)

58. Minutes: The Minutes of the committee meeting of 14th September 2004 were approved and signed by the Chairman.

59. Re:Act: In reponse to a question from the Chairman the Secretary reported that he had received no communication from CBC on this topic.

60. Treasurer’s Report: the Secretary read a report from the Treasurer, which indicated that current funds stood at £33.68. FROGS paid their £15 subscription at the meeting. The Treasurer has booked Stanpit Village Hall for the following evenings in 2005: 11th January; 8th March; 10th May; 12th July; 13th September and 8th November.

61. CBC Budget Planning Meeting with Chief Executive and Officers: the reports of the meeting prepared by the Secretary and subsequently by CBC were noted.

62. Delegates’ Reports: Christchurch Community Partnership: nothing to report

63. Delegate’s Reports: Community Safety Action Group: a review meeting of Youth on the Beach 2004 has decided that the 2005 programme will be wider in scope and will target difficult youngsters. Antisocial behaviour has declined in Purewell. The police have issued a new telephone number for the reporting of antisocial behaviour, 01202-222-222

64. Delegates Reports: Bournemouth International Airport: the meeting recorded its appreciation of the visit to the airport. Andy Glaser reported she would be standing down in the New Year. It was resolved that Paul Ranking will replace her as our delegate.

65. Christchurch Citizens Report: unsafe trees had been discovered in Druitt Gardens and reported to CBC, which has been slow to react.
66. Friars Cliff Report: Avon Beach Company is going to improve the car park and the beach huts.
67. FROGS Report: a new skate park will officially open next February. 

68. Highcliffe Report: comments on the South West Regional Assembly Spatial Strategy for the South West are due on or before 26th November. It was resolved that the Secretary will distribute a copy of the consultative document as quickly as possible. He will consolidate comments that reach him by 19th November into a submission from the JCCRA. Highcliffe are involved in a number of high profile and expensive objections to planning permissions. They have increased their subscription to £2 per household.

69. Stanpit Report: A planning application has been made to deposit dredging waste in the marshland and on the public footpath. It was resolved that Debbie Stephens will e-mail details to the Secretary who will then lodge a formal objection on behalf of the JCCRA.

70. West Christchurch Report: following representation made by the police, application has been made to CBC to extend close circuit TV to include the Barrack Road and Hurn Road entrances to Christchurch. The new cycle track from St Catherine’s Hill shops to Blackwater Junction is not suitable for wheelchair access. CBC have agreed to replace the worst section.

71. Avonmouth Hotel: this development continues to cause controversy.
