Minutes: The Minutes of the committee meeting and the AGM both of 13th March 2007 were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
216. Treasurer’s Report: we have income received of £60, expenditure due and paid of zero and thus a cash balance of £202.83
217. Delegate’s Reports: Town Centre Forum Steering Committee: this committee has been discontinued
218. Delegates’ Reports: Christchurch Community Partnership: nothing to report
219. Delegate’s Reports: Community Safety Action Group: nothing to report
220. Delegates Reports: Bournemouth International Airport: nothing to report
221. Christchurch Citizens: developments on the plan to hatch the road at Fountain Roundabout are pending; there is concern at the possible loss of supposedly ring fenced money associated with the paddling pool; lines of responsibility and control associated with the redevelopment of Druitt Gardens are being clarified; there have been reports of teething troubles with CBC new “one-stop-shop” centre (also reported by other members).
222. Friars Cliff Report: there have been more contentious planning applications that are being resisted
223. Highcliffe Report: the whole question of waste collection is being investigated; CBC is going to run a trial with portable speed limit indicators; HRA are seeking funding for better youth facilities.
224. SAMRA: there continue to be problems related to vehicles speeding along Stanpit; the planning process as it relates to conservation area continues to give concern
225. West Christchurch: there have been problems with the Conservative Party appearing to claim ownership of the new Friends of St Catherine’s Hill and assurances that this is not so have been obtained; the latest feedback from CBC on the recycling scheme are very positive
226. Hampshire Minerals and Waste Strategy (WRAGE). Highcliffe RA undertook to obtain a progress report from Peter Martin
227. Hurn Waste Disposal Plant: very little is happening as we await a report from DEFRA. A recent strategy paper discussed by DCC has not been made public under direct instructions from the ministry. The change in Bournemouth Council from Liberal to Conservative may produce a change in waste strategy
228. Druitt Gardens Redevelopment: the project suffers from too many cooks; there are issues over usage rights and the extent of the redevelopment

229. Annual Meeting with CBC Management: the attendees will be John White (Chairman); Ann Jacobs of Friars Cliff; Christine Wright of Highcliffe; Jim Biggin (Secretary). Topics for discussion should include: state of Christchurch report; CPA; Budget 2008/09; problems with the new “one-stop-shop”; Concessionary Travel Scheme and bus services; the town centre including Druitt Gardens; traffic management; Hengistbury Head erosion; Regional Development Plans
230. Stour Road-Barrack Road Junction: from October a disruptive traffic diversion scheme will come into effect as part of the prolonged road works at this dangerous junction
231. PACT Initiative: members were asked to note that this is a new initiative by Dorset Police to increase local participation in community policing
