Committee Meeting Minutes

Stanpit Village Hall 11th September 2007 at 7.30 pm

Present: Chairman John White (Christchurch Citizens); Andy Glaser (Friars Cliff); Ken Clay (Friars Cliff); Christine Wright (Highcliffe); Debbie Stephens (SAMRA); Mike Collard (SAMRA); Jim Biggin (West Christchurch);
Minutes: The Minutes of the committee meeting of 10th July 2007 were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
233. Treasurer’s Report: we have income received of £60, expenditure due and paid of zero and thus a cash balance of £202.83
234. Delegates’ Reports: Christchurch Community Partnership: nothing to report but an organisation chart has been obtained
235. Delegate’s Reports: Community Safety Action Group: the concern over young people and alcohol abuse continues and local people are being encouraged to force a review of licensed premises that are contributing to the problem. There is a reported under-spend on the Crime and Disorder budget.
236. Delegates Reports: Bournemouth International Airport: an administrative mix up that resulted in our delegate being removed from the list of invitees has been cleared up. The master plan has been published without resolving the problems associated with the roads
237. Christchurch Citizens: an objection has been lodged against the Strike Bar extending its hours; the paddling pool has been temporarily repaired whilst the campaign to keep it open continues; the Kings Arms development is being monitored; yet more plans are to be delivered for Saxon Square; the PACT initiative has been launched in the town centre and will be extended to other areas in due course
238. Friars Cliff Report: an objection has been lodged against the closure of yet another post office; efforts are being made to control cycling along the promenade
239. Highcliffe Report: a lottery fund application is pending to finance youth facilities; Highcliffe High Street needs a face lift and CBC are being quizzed about a suspected under-spend of grants meant for Highcliffe; CBC have identified some potential sites for movable traffic speed indicators.
240. SAMRA: there continue to be problems related to vehicles speeding along Stanpit; evidence is being gathered of antisocial behaviour on the cricket ground
241. West Christchurch: Friends of St Catherine’s Hill has been formed and we are on the committee; we and the JCCRA have objected to a proposal to knock down 7, 9 and 11 Cross Way (large well maintained bungalows with a combined value of not less than £1.5 million) and replace them with a housing estate of 12 houses
242. Hampshire Minerals and Waste Strategy (WRAGE). Hampshire CC is to publish preferred site options in October and to submit a draft waste strategy to Central Government. CBC Council Leader Alan Griffiths has indicated there may be a need for 3,000 letters of protest
243. Hurn Waste Disposal Plant: DCC are now involved in a complete reappraisal of their waste disposal plans. We have offered to help them and are awaiting their response. Actions taken by Poole indicate they continue to take an independent line and it is not clear what effect this will have upon DCC and Bournemouth

244. Druitt Gardens Redevelopment: there has not yet been a meeting of Friends of Druitt Gardens

245. Annual Meeting with CBC Management: this has been arranged for Wednesday 26th September

246. The meeting closed at 9.00 pm. The next ordinary meeting is scheduled for Tuesday 11th December at 7.30pm in Stanpit Village Hall (upper committee room).
